lOf the fish runs,

Seven such biologists will be sta-
tioned at various strategic spots|
throughout the state, Williams|
stated, for both fish and game sur-'
veys. The location of a biologist in
this area is only logical, he said,
as the Skagit has probably the
largest run of steelhead and mi-
gratory fish in the state.

Williams was recently discharg-
ed from the service and plans to
make his home in or near Sedro-
Woolley and will move here as socon
as he can find a suitable home to
rent. He is a graduate of the Uni-
versity of Washington, where he
received his Bachelor of Science in
